Recipe – Impossible Pie

its own crust with a custard filling. 
 
4 eggs 
½ cup melted butter 
1 cup sugar 
1 cup coconut 
2 cups milk 
2 teaspoons vanilla essence 
 

1. Mix all ingredients and pour mixture into a 
greased pie tin or baking dish. 

2. Bake in the oven at 170 degrees C for 1 hour 
or until firm.
