The following tables show you

that lowering tyre pressures will help you in a lot of

circumstances.

Lowering the tyre pressure will increase the foot

print of your tyre on the longitude (length) more

than the latitude (width) but this goes without saying

that there is some small increase.

The measurements were taken from a Toyota Prado

with 265/65 R17 tyres.

At a nominal pressure of 34 psi. the tread length is

175 mm } These two are

At 29 psi tread length is 185 mm } good for normal
} use

At 20 psi tread length as increased to 230 mm

Between 22 psi and 18 psi your tread length will be

any where between 220 & 250 mm which should

give you good travelling over corrugation.

While down at 12 psi the tread length as increased

to a huge 310 mm.

Exceptional good traction for playing in sand dunes

but if you're in hard stony country, try 25 psi. | know

it sounds nuts, but your tyre will tend to wrap itself

around sharp objects not try to bounce off them.

So do not get misled into thinking one pressure will

meet all your needs, it will not!

Below you will find a list of UHF Radio channel
allocations. There are many channels that have been
established by law including the Emergency channel
5 and the data transmission channels 22 and 23.

1 to 8 - These channels, which are established by
law, can be used when sending a signal to a repeater
which will help increase the communication distance
5 - This channel, which is established by law, can be
used by anyone but only in an emergency situation

9 - Used for conversations

10 - Used by 4WD enthusiasts, clubs, convoys and in
national parks

11 - Calling channel. This channel, which is
established by law, is used to call or locate another
station. Parties will then switch to another channel
to continue with their conversation

12 to 17 - Used for conversations

18 - Holiday maker’s communication channel (e.g.
when in a convoy)

19 to 21 - Used for conversations

22 and 23 - These two channels are used for data
transmissions and is established by law. Voice
transmissions are not allowed on these two channels
24 to 30 - Used for conversations

29 - Highway Communications which are mainly used
by truck drivers and other highway users

31 to 38 - These channels, which are established by
law, are received by a repeater and re-transmitted
on channels 1 to 8 to help increase the
communication distance

35 - Can be used in case of Emergencies also

39 - Used for conversations

40 - Highway Communications which are mainly used
by truck drivers and other highway users

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It is made up of three parts

185g chopped butter
Pinch of salt 1 tbsp lemon juice

Combine flours, lemon rind, lemon juice, sugar and
water in a saucepan blend until smooth then stir over
heat until mixture has boiled and thickened. Reduce
heat and stir for a further 2 minutes. Remove from
heat and stir in butter and egg yolks until butter has
melted cool then place it in cooked base.

pinch of salt
% cup caster

4 egg whites

2 tbsp water

sugar (normal will do)
Combine egg whites, water and salt in a small bowl
with an electric mixer on high until soft peaks form.
